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INTRODUCTION 

Baba-e-Urdu, Molvi Abdul Haq founded the Urdu college in 1949 with the 

mission to promote Urdu as a medium of instruction in all disciplines of Arts and 

Science. He believed that the Urdu Language had the capacity, depth and scope, 

necessary for the creation and dissemination of modern knowledge. Till 2002 both 

the Urdu colleges (affiliated with the Karachi University) had the distinction of 

being the only institution of Karachi for offering Master degree in number of 

disciplines of Arts, Science, Law and Commerce since 1977. On 13
th

, November 

2002 these Colleges were upgraded into a full fledged University vide an 

Ordinance promulgated by the President of Pakistan. Now this University is 

rendering quality education in National language 

Federal Urdu University has published sixty six books in various disciplines 

during the past eight years an other twelve books are at various stages of 

publication. At present there are more than 13000 students are getting education at 

FUUAST. The teaching in the University (Gulshan-e-Iqbal and Abdul Haq 

Campus) is being conducted under five faculties.  Faculty of Arts, Faculty of 

Science, Faculty of Business Administration, Commerce and Economics, Faculty 

of Pharmacy and Faculty of Law. There are 17 Departments in Faculty of Arts and 

12 Departments in Faculty of Science, 4 Departments in Pharmacy, 3 departments 

in Business Administration and 2 departments in law.

Faculty of Business Administration, Commerce and Economics: 
 

Faculty of Business Administration, Commerce and Economics was established in 2008. 

There are 3 departments in this Faculty and offers degree in 3 disciplines. Departments of 

Commerce and Economics were functioning from college’s period. After establishment 

of the University Department of Commerce started 3 years B.Com (Hons) and 2 years 

M.Com program. Department of Business Administration was established in 2005. It is 

now one of the largest departments of the University. Department of Business 

Administration is the only department in the University which offers BBA and M.B.A 

program at Abdul Haq and Gulshan-e-Iqbal Campuses.  

 

The Syllabi of different departments of this faculty are designed according to the market 

needs and recommendations of Higher Education Commission (HEC). All the three 

departments of the faculty have highly qualified and dedicated teachers who are 

imparting quality education.

Admission Method: 

1 Admission form can be download from the website of the University OR purchased from 

the concerned bank branches should be submitted to the concerned bank branch along 

with voucher of Rs. 350/- and voucher of Rs.700/- where NTS test is required. 

2 The prospectus and admission form can be obtained from the prescribed bank branches 

on cash payment of Rs.350/- and should be submitted in the same bank branch. 

3 Form must be filled with black or blue ballpoint. 

4 Admit card with all details of the Admission test will be sent to the candidates through 

courier services. Venue & time will be mentioned on admit card. 

5 Admission will be given to the qualified candidate in NAT test in required departments 

on open merit and as per reserved seats. 

 

Note: In such departments where NAT test is not required admission 

will be given directly on the basis of open merit & as per reserved 

seats.

Do not submit any other document with 

application. A merit list will be prepared based on the marks sheets of the students for 

admission. The following documents must be submitted to complete the admission 

procedure: 

Documents required for admission: 

1. In no case admission will be given without submitting the original mark sheet 

of the last examination passed. 

2. A copy of the student’s National Identity Card (CNIC).  If the  student  does 

not  have an NIC, a  copy  of  the  student’s  B-Form  and of the parent’s NIC 

copy.  

3. An attested copy of the Matric and HSC Certificates. The Students, who have 

passed their O-levels and A-levels exams, must submit an attested copy of their 

O and A levels Marks sheet. (Every student will have to submit original Marks 

Sheet at the time of admission.) 

4. Four attested 1.0x1.5 inches photographs. All photographs must be attested on 

the backside of the photograph. 

5. An original Judicial Stamp paper must be submitted to the University after the 

admission.

Eligibility of admission  

The eligibility required for admission is given in the A Table. The column required eligibility 

means the prerequisite needs for admission. Admissions will be given to those candidates who 

have passed their required degree for admission from a recognized institution. 
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Admission in subject of Business Administration: 

(i) Entry Test will be held for the students seeking admission in the Department of Business 

Administration. 

(ii) Candidates have to pass Entry test with 45% marks in Business Administration.  

(iii) Successful Candidates in Entry test will be given admission on merit. 

(iv) Candidates who want to take admission in Business Administration have to deposit a 

separate Exam/Test form with Rs 700/- test fee is available in the same bank branch. 

Semester Rules 

1- BBA four years (8 Semester) programmes where as M.A, M.Sc. are for two years (4 

Semester) programmes. 

2- Each academic year will consist of 2 Semester and the promotion to the  next class will 

be on yearly basis (after every two semester) 

3- For completion of BS & BBA (Hons) a student will have to complete 124- 36 credit hours 

and at least 41 courses in 8 semesters. 

4- For completion of MA or M.Sc. a student will have to complete at least 60 credit hours 

and 20 courses in 4 semesters. 

5- The duration of each semester will be from 16 to 18 weeks including teaching and 

examination. 

6- 75% attendance is compulsory for appearing in examination. 

7- Criteria for Promotion:  

a) For promotion from 1
st
 year to 2

nd
 Year, a student should have cleared at least 

80% courses of 1
st
 Year (1

st
 & 2

nd
 Semester). 

8- For promotion from 2
nd

 Year to 3
rd

 Year a student should have cleared all  courses of 1
st
 

Year (1
st
 & 2

nd
 Semester) and 80% of courses of 2

nd
 Year (3

rd
 & 4

th
 Semester) 

9- For promotions from 3
rd

 year to 4
th

 Year a student should have cleared all courses2
nd

year 

and at least 80% courses of 3
rd

 Year (5
th

 & 6
th

 Semester). 
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10- In the Science faculty, Theory and Practical examination should be cleared separately 

(passing marks of each being 50%). 

11- In the Arts faculty, internal evaluation and Terminal exams are not separate passing 

heads, unless required by the concerned department. The paper will be of 100 marks with 

50% passing marks.(Applicable in Mass-communication only). 

12- In BBA and MBA, internal evaluation & terminal exams have to be cleared separately, 

with at least 50% marks each. If a student is unable to pass internal examination before 

the terminal examination, he may be tested again in a Make-up-test by the concerned 

teacher. If he still fails to clear that he will have to appear in a 100 marks paper in his 

next semester; but will have to fill a separate examination forms for each semester. 

13- A student who secures C Grade in any subject and wants to improve his Grade, can 

reappear in the next scheduled examination of that paper. He will have to submit a 

separate form for this purpose. 

14- Students achieving an overall CGPA of at least 3.5 till the 6
th

 Semester will be eligible for 

6 credit hours and 200 marks thesis, the work for the thesis will start in 7
th

 Semester. These 

students will drop one course in 7
th

 & 8
th

 Semester each. This means that their total credit 

hours will remain the same. 

15- Students achieving an overall CGPA of at least 3.0 will be eligible for 3.0  credit hours 

and 100 marks project. These students will drop a course in the 8
th

 semester. Students 

having CGPA of less than 3.0 will have to complete all courses. 

16- Results will be announced in grades. To obtain the degree, a student should have at least 

CGPA of 2.5.

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Instructions for Foreign Students 
 

1. BA, B.Sc and B.Com(Hons) and BS students must take an additional English Language 

exam in first year.  

2. International students must complete the Urdu Certificate course which will be conducted 

in the Department of Urdu.  

3. Federal Urdu University of Arts, Sciences and Technology gives admissions to only 

those International students who are nominated by the Ministry of Education or Foreign 

Affairs, Government of Pakistan, provided that they meet the criteria of the University. 

 

Code of Conduct for Students 

In order to meet and set high standards, under which the University runs, it is a must for a 

student to keep a good code of conduct. Legal action will be taken against a student, should the 

code of conduct be broken. The following rules specify what a student must adhere: 

1. Graffiti is prohibited within and outside the boundaries of the campus. Banners are also 

not allowed. 

2. All students must show their University Identity Cards before entering the premises of 

the campus. 

3. All students must dress appropriately and decently. 

4. Any student causing the following will be punished and legal action will be taken against 

that student. 

a. Destruction to the campus property,  

b. Interference in the educational system and examinations 

c. Disturbing discipline and peace, 

5. Students involved in acts of violence will be liable to face strong punishment. 

6. In case of emergency, a student must consult with the Student Advisor or campus officer, 

immediately.  

7. Political activities are strictly prohibited within the campus premises and the University 

will not support such acts in any case. 
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8. Incase of violation of the code of conduct, the following actions will be taken against the 

students: 

i- The Student will be expelled from the University at once 

ii- The Students will not be allowed to appear in examinations 

iii- The Students will be fined. 

iv- The Student will be expelled for 1 and/or 2 semesters 

v- The Students will be debarred to take admission in any other educational system 

vi-The Student will be handed over to the police 

9- Outsiders who would break the code of conduct will be handed over to the Police 

immediately. 

Warning 

1. Marks Sheet and University documents will be verified from the specific board of 

education at any time. In case of fallacy and or fake mark sheet, the admission will be 

automatically cancelled and total fee will be forfeited and legal action will be taken 

against the candidate. 

2. Candidates will not be allowed to transfer their admissions from one department to 

the other, BS must be completed from the department where a student is granted 

admission. 

3.  Students will obtain the fee voucher from the concerned department and deposit their 

fees to the bank themselves. 

4. Urdu University does not allow students to transfer from the College to the 

University nor from the morning program to the evening program and vice versa. 

5. Admission Fee once deposited, is not refundable. 

6. Every faculty requires a candidate to fill separate forms, per faculty. 

Students can select up to 5 courses on the admission form and must make their choices carefully; 

admission will not be permitted in other department except mentioned priorities. A Candidate 

has to fill separate form per each separate faculty. The University will not entertain those forms, 

wherein the wrong faculty is mentioned. All departments in priority list should be from one 

faculty.
